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Directions to Snyder Farm: 
 
From North:  Take I 78 to Exit 15, go left at bottom of exit ramp.  RT. 513/Pittstown Road for 6 miles through 
Pittstown (don’t follow RT. 513 in Pittstown to right-continue straight picking up RT. 615 south.)  After exiting 
from RT. 78 you make no turns until you reach Locust Grove Road.  Turn left on this road go 1/2 mile, farm is 
on left. 
 
From South:  Trenton area - take RT. 202 & 31 north to Flemington traffic circle.  Take RT. 12 west at circle.  
Go 8 miles to Pittstown Road (airport sign.)  Turn north (right) and go 3.5 miles to Locust Grove Road.  (Go 
right for 1/2 mile, farm is on left.) 
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
